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Monitoring Vulnerable Students
Report 1: from October 2019 to March 2020

According to the monitoring evaluation of the vulnerable students presented by the 6 countries participating in the “I am not Target” project, the conclusions drawn from these reports are:
There are 95 vulnerable students participating in the Project:
Special needs: 45

Learning difficulties: 5

Bullied: 7

Foreigners: 20
Low socioeconomical level: 39

Etnics: 4

Emotionally vulnerable: 9

Some of them have 2 different types of vulnerabilities as bullied and foreigners. 

We have a high level of participation at school activities, 94 of 95 vulnerable students are participating in activities like  “Positive Post It Day”, “Sorry File Day”, “Flash Points”, “Kindness Week”…
At local activities, there are 67 of  95 vulnerable students who are participating in the activities such as conferences, “Flash cards and stickers”, “Safer Internet Day”, “Anti-bullying reporters”…

There are no vulnerable students participating in regional or national level activities.

Finally, there are 2 of  95 vulnerable students who has participated in European activities (mobility to Portugal). 

We only have find one difficulty in the participation of one vulnerable student because he/she has serious disabilities. The rest of the students feel happy to participate and enjoy with the activities.
There are 7 support- teachers/persons who are specially working with these students but most of the teachers in the schools help with these students.
Most of the countries don´t use a diary, just observe directly and some of them give a report at the end of the year to the principal. Only Romania use an observation diary after each activity including different indicators.
Finally, reported to these students’ participation in project activities,  the main observations until now are:

· They are happy to part of this project.

· They are reacting positively to the feedback of their teachers although they don´t know that they are being observed.

· They are developing social skills, appear to be more involved with their peers and interact with more easily with them. Also are gaining more confidence.
