Hanging posters on the school corridors based on everything the students have learned about recognizing and preventing bullying. The posters will convey to younger students our school policy regarding bullying and the need to take collective action in order to build a bullying-free school community.
Expected Results
At the end of the projects, students should feel more empowered to share their thoughts and feelings about bullyingand, at the same time, have the tools to recognize bullying behaviors and how they should act to protect themselves and create a more positive and bullying-free environment.
Activities
Lesson 1
· Try to define and understand what bullying is and what bullying is not.
· Ask the students to share their ideas about what a bullying behavior is.
· Reflect on the students’ ideas.
Lesson 2
· Draw a T-chart labelling a “bullying” and a “non-bullying” column. 

· Fill in the chart and discuss about it.
Lesson 3
· Facilitate a class conversation about bullying and non-bullying behaviors in school as well as in other social contexts. 

· Ask students to think how people behave in various social situations and how they get on with each other.

Lesson 4
· Watch a video on bullying (“Protect Yourself Rules - Bullying”,https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=4mrE5zgEvt4)
· Reflect and discuss on the video’s messages.
· Discuss about the need of supporting someone who faces bullying. Point out ways of support.
· Talk about the school policy on bullying.

· Making posters based on the theme of the video and the previous lessons.
